Each group should choose a search topic from the topic list(http://lib.smu.edu.cn/en/Article.aspx?id=51) , and each group member should finish the retrieval report separately.

The " Analysis Report of the Search Results" requires reading, evaluating, and analyzing  the relevant literature retrieved from the databases used, and summarizing the characteristics of different databases.

Search time frame: within the past ten years.

This report has a full score of 15 points, accounting for 15% of the total course score, while the group presentation accounts for 5%.

Printing requirements: Print double-sided, arrange in page number order, and staple  at the upper left corner.
